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With The Sex Lives of Cannibals, Maarten Troost established himself as one of the most engaging

and original travel writers around. Getting Stoned with Savages again reveals his wry wit and

infectious joy of discovery in a side-splittingly funny account of life in the farthest reaches of the

world.

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Using a format similar to that of his previous work, The Sex Lives of Cannibals, Troost creates



another comical and touching travel memoir. Troost and his wife, Sylvia, move from busy

Washington, D.C., to Vanuatu, a nation made up of 83 islands in the South Pacific. As Sylvia works

for a regional nonprofit, Troost immerses himself in the islands' culture, an odd mix of the islanders'

thousand-year-old "kastoms" along with imperialist British and French influences. This really means

that Troost gets to live in a nice house while he gets drunk on kava; dodges "a long inferno of

magma and a cascade of lava bombs" at the "world's most accessible volcano
