| am afraid | am going to have to disagree with most of the reviews about this book. First let me
qualify this by saying Mr. Koontz is one of my favorite writers and while | don’t often read most
books more than once, | have read Seize the Night and Fear Nothing multiple times as they are two
of my favorites. | think that with this book Mr. Koontz did a disservice to Odd and he rested on his
laurels rather than making this the amazing final tribute it should have been. | think one of his
greatest talents is character building and nowhere in this book was that apparent. The villains were
established in a previous book and there was no suspense as to who they were and what they were
going to do. In all the previous books we were introduced to characters we either loved or hated,

and he always built on the character of Odd, giving us just a little bit more incite into who he was. |



didn’t feel there was any of that in this book... 'WARNING: Major spoilers ahead!!... | wanted to feel
like Odd had finally received his just reward for all the good he had done by being reunited with
Stormy and | felt like that scene was a let down. Another thing | love about his books is the pacing is
usually excellent. He gives me just enough to make me want to read the next chapter rather than
put the book down. As a matter-of-fact, | usually don’t put his books down until | have finished them.
| did not have any problem putting this book down and it took me three days to read it. The
suspense scenes seemed to be thrown in at random because he needed to speed up the pacing
and the book just didn’t have the flow his books normally have. | didn’t feel the sense of urgency
that | usually feel with Mr. Koontz books. Finally, | want to talk about the final scene. Lou was one of
those characters | think you could have done an amazing job getting us to care about. Odd has met
someone like him with psychic abilities and | also wanted to learn a bit more about him, it might
have made his death mean a little bit more. Additionally, you took so much time with all of the other
scenes of Odd in peril | felt like the final scene was a little abrupt. Maybe because it is obvious you
are very invested in this character, as we all are, and it brought you a lot of pain to do what you did.
However, this major traumatic event deserved better, Odd deserved better. | wanted to be in tears
when this finally happened and | didn’t really feel much of anything. Mr. Koontz, | love your writing, |
want to make that very clear, but | do not think you did Odd justice with this ending. I've very sorry to
see this character go, as next to Christopher Snow, | think he is the best you have ever done.

The first place we are
taken is back to the carnival in Pico Mundo, where we revisit gypsy mommy for another card.Upon
receiving the card, we are pulled in deeper with an unexpected message. From here, our journey
takes us through revisiting more than just gypsy mommy. We begin to find ourselves back with all
kinds of previous characters. | will not spoil the surprises.The situations and path that follows is all
but predictable. We encounter all kinds of AfA¢A & -A A“oddAfA¢A a -A As situations. The kind
of situations that have Thomas reminding us that he is AfA¢A a -A A<just a fry

cookAfA¢A a -A Ae, and us reminding him, that he is anything but

including seeing the spirits of the recently deceased.Overall, this is a fitting end to a series and will
leave you both satisfied, and a bit upset that the series has come to a conclusion.Now for my
impressions on the book, and overall feedback.This book is like a great meal.
