The city walks are excellent and somehow we often ended up in

restaurants that were listed.I bought the ebook version which was very convenient on both phone

and tablet, the only disadvantage being that you have to browse quite a bit between the city walk

Also, saying "I don't really like the

countryside because, well, I'm Norwegian," isn't very professional. I know you're "kidding", but as a

1/2 Swede, I also know that you're not. lol.Suggetion would be a "sweden" book of its own, Including

Gothenburg and hamlets, islands, etc., on the Western coast of Sweden; more towns, cities,

explorations, etc. along the Eastern coast (Bosthnia Coast), Central Sweden-- the heartlands

(Dalarna, Ostersund, etc.), and maybe even Northern.Also, I'm going to Vilnius, Lithuania as well,

and although you have Helsinki and Tallinn in this book (even though they're NOT Scandinavia

countries either), there's nothing on Vilnius, and I can't find any other publications you have made in

the recent past on Vilnius or the Baltics... the last one was published around 1998 and is totally



outdated!Youre information and resouces are SO good when you cover towns... how about covering

more of Sweden and making a Sweden book, and also updating your Baltics book.
